Utility Software

An operating system is a set of programs that coordinates all the activities among the computer hardware devices. In most cases, the operating system is installed and resides on the computer’s hard disk.

However, on handheld computers and many mobile devices such as PDAs and smart phones, the operating system may reside on a ROM chip.

The operating system that a computer uses sometimes is called the platform.

A utility program which is also called a utility is a type of system software that allows a user to perform maintenance-type tasks usually related to managing a computer, its devices or its programs.

Primary Storage

· Computer memory, also known as primary storage, is closely related to the central processing unit but separate and distinct from it. 

· Memory holds the data after it is input to the system and before it is processed;

· Memory holds the data after it has been processed but before it has been released to the output device.

·  In addition, memory holds the programs (computer instructions) needed by the central processing unit. Memory can hold data only temporarily because it requires a continuous flow of electric current; if the current is interrupted, the data is lost.

Secondary Storage

· Secondary storage provides additional storage separate from memory. 

· Recall that memory holds data and programs only temporarily; thus there is a need for secondary storage. The two most common secondary storage media are magnetic disks and magnetic tape.
